Audio Setting Wizard  

 

We will skip the installation process in this manual, but there are two screens you will see at the end of 

the installation process if you are using Windows 2000 or XP (Windows Vista users will see one screen). 

After you have agreed to the terms of the license agreement, enter your name and select an installation 

location, you will see the installation process as a graph filling up. Before the installation is complete, 

you will see an Audio Setting Wizard as shown in Pic 1.

This wizard will help you select and configure audio devices on your computer for sound recording. It is 

recommended that you run this Wizard now, but you can change the settings any time after installation. 

If you want to set it later, please click the Cancel button.

-Close all programs that are using an audio or video device before proceeding.  

-Make sure your speakers are properly connected to your computer and that the volume is on. 

Click the Next button to continue. 

 

Next you will see the Device setting screen as shown in Pic 2.

Note. The devices listed on your computer may be different than the picture shown this depends on the 

sound card on your computer.  

 

Upon clicking the Auto Detect button, this Wizard will detect your sound card. You will hear a static 

sound for 5 -20 seconds.  

 

You will see a screen pop up (shown below). This will tell you that liteRecorder has successfully detected 

the audio device on your computer and will be automatically configured for recording.  

You may see different device names depending on your sound card. Please click OK to continue.

If your sound device was successfully detected, click the Record&Play button to test the selected device. 

You will hear 5-10 seconds of music and this window will appear:

If you click the OK button in this dialog box, you will hear the recorded sound of the previously played 

music. If the sound is too loud or too quiet, slide the Volume bar to adjust the volume to the desired 

level. After adjusting, click the Record&Play button again and repeat the procedure. 

 

If you couldnΩt hear the recorded sound or failed to detect a sound device, click the Change button to 

manually select and configure your sound device.   

 

You will see the Audio Options dialog box shown below:

From this dialog box, you can select a device to record the sound coming from your computer such as 

sounds from movies, instant messaging or songs playing on your computer.

Devices box. When the proper device is selected you will see sound waves moving in the Show Wave 

box , this means that this device is the one you can use to record sound.  Adjust the Volume for the 

device using the volume slider and click the OK button. 

 

You may see waves from more than one sound device, depending on your sound card. We recommend 

that you go with a device which has larger waves. Generally, device names starting with Stereo or Mono 

are the best sound devices. Again, you may see different device names depending on your sound card. 

The picture was taken on a computer which uses a Realtek Sound Card. 

 

If you have more than one sound card installed on your computer, you need to select the card from the 

Mixer Devices drop down menu and select a device for each Mixer device. 



If you have a webcam with an integrated microphone connected to your computer, it is possible for you 

to see two mixer devices in the Mixer Devices drop down menu. We recommend that you unplug your 

webcam for optimum recording results, since a microphone on the camera may start working 

simultaneously with liteRecorder. If it does, you will not be able to record sound properly.   

 

Once you configure the audio settings, you will not need to change them unless you change your 

hardware. Your selections will be saved as default in liteRecorder. When you are using other programs -

like Sound Recorder for example- you will need to change the device back to microphone from the audio 

settings in each application.  

 

Some older sound cards do not support duplexing, which allows you to record sounds from your 

computer. You may not be able to record sound if you are using one of these sound cards. If you canΩt 

record even though your sound card is functioning properly, please contact the sound card vendor to 

find out the recording capability of your sound card. Please make sure to update your sound card driver.   

 

Click Next to save these settings and close the Audio Setting Wizard.
